My suggestion would be to now refresh this each year along with safer practice training by GE.   

Running and Dance were both well attended by pupils in years 1-6. 
Future plans to develop showcase or special assembly to add purpose for the club and boost confidence through performance.

*We also need redevelop our pupil leadership team for increased success in active lunchtimes. A relaunch of Play Leaders and Sports Crew is needed. GE should work with SLT to identify a lunchtime line for developing the pupil leadership team.

	With support from SM Sports we have been able to offer the children a wider range of regular clubs.

Places in the Breakfast club were earned over the week for positive behavior while in attendance at the school breakfast club.

Tuesday football was KS2 alternating half termly between year 3 & 4 than 5 & 6.

Friday Lunchtime club was offered as an intervention for KS2 Boys that were exhibiting challenging behaviors. This worked alongside the school behavior policy and was also incorporated in some children’s behavior plans as a reward for improving behavior in all areas of the school. We saw a vast improvement in behavior of individuals in KS2.  




Archery (RM) within contracted hours was well attended by KS2 pupils.

Netball (GE) within contracted hours. Originally offered on a Friday saw low numbers but when changed to Monday attendance increased. 

Circus skills (GE) within contracted hours. Again a successful club for targeting disengaged pupils (largely KS2 girls).

Due to COVID 19 clubs had to be suspended as such we were unable to compete in the Hi5! Tournament. GE through her connections with various clubs and Kirklees District/County Netball was able to sign post for further development including to Leeds Rhinos boys 7-11 sessions. We remain a Huddersfield Giants Netball Club Partner School.

PSP have continued to work alongside staff to provide children with opportunities and experiences of a range of sports across the school. 

Our link person has worked with our Y6 staff to develop skills and knowledge sharing good practice in Yoga, Boxing and Dance. She provided Yoga sessions for Y1 and 2. They also ran a session on active stories for our nursery and reception pupils. 

PSP intended to provide multiple opportunities in competitive events, thus raising the profile of sport in school. However due to COVID we were unable to attend events and make best use of the PSP services. 


	Staff continue to be encouraged to come and observe best practice of both external and internal sports clubs.

A change in staffing structure of breakfast club now means that a member of staff in house is able to lead physical activity during breakfast club due to CPD received shadowing staff from SM Sports for 2019-20 academic year with support from GE lead to AP is now be able to lead on some activities. 

SM Sports should continue to support wider staff in developing their skills through observation and team teaching. 

Clubs should be continually reviewed by GE to promote success and attendance. PP and SEN pupils should also be actively encouraged to attend extra-curricular clubs.

SM Sports will also continue to support Staff sharing best practice in curriculum PE and in after school and lunchtime clubs. 

SM Sports are to lead on Multi-Skills for KS1 &2 in Autumn 1 with pupil voice to reflect the clubs available the reminding 5 half terms. 

GE to work with AQ and SLT to identify a suitable candidate in school to take on the role of Archery Club Leader. CPD will be provided.  

SM Sports will also continue to support Staff sharing best practice in curriculum PE and in after school and lunchtime clubs. 

SM Sports are to lead on Multi-Skills for KS1 &2 in Autumn 1 with pupil voice to reflect the clubs available the reminding 5 half terms. 

Again with Circus Skills it would be productive for the children to have a performance to aim for as with Dance. GE to work with AQ and SLT to organize in 2020-2021. Subject to COVID status.

GE should continue to lead on Netball Club as she has significant expertise in this area of PE. I would also suggest we avoid Fridays for this and any other ASC as Fridays have less impact.







Review of membership will be conducted in March 2021. Depending on the climate of competitive sports and COVID 19 SLT will make a final decision then as to the cost V’s impact of the service.

Opportunities for competition should be explored involving other schools within the Multi Academy Trust and local community.
